Violation of election laws by HE the President

Exactly a week ago on 28 December, 2017 a written complaint was made to you by me on the above
issue that was about the launch of the UPFA election manifesto for the LG election fiing the Presidential
Secretariat. In that complaint | requested the Election Commission to take appropriate action and make
them public too,

1. against using the Presidential Secretariat for election propaganda

2. toinvestigate the source of funding the total event including the rent for using the BMICH

3. against using the State owned SL Rupavahini for promoting this event.

But, you maintain stoik silent on the complaint made against the President violating election laws and
continue to make public statements that use of State resources and assets violate election laws and hold
Public Servants responsible for such violations.
